The village gateway proposal is still under discussion by ERYC has highways had objected to
bollards on the verges. The bollards have therefore been taken out of the scheme.

The devolution draft deal has been agreed with central Government and will be announced in
the Chancellors statement on the 22 November. ERYC and Hull will then vote, followed by an 8
week public consultation starting in January. The deal will enable the budgets to be planned over
a longer period.

Update on village pond project. Preparation work for dredging has been completed, and thanks
go to all members and volunteers who have worked tirelessly to achieve this. Heavy rain
however has caused the pond to flood and work has had to be put back until January and the
water levels are reduced. The outlet/overflow drain appears to be blocked, and the council is
liaising with ERYC to rectify this. The contract has been extended to the end of Feb. Plants need
to be in by March.
